B This is the sound of condensed water flowing in
the heat exchanger.

The air flow direc-
tion changes during
operation.

B When the air conditioner is operated in COOL or
DRY mode, if the operation continues with air
blowing down for T hour, the direction of the air
flow is automatically set to horizontal to prevent
condensed water from dropping.

Avoid installing the air conditioner in the following
places.
B Where flammable gas could leak.

If gas leak and collect around the unit, it may cause an
explosion.

M Where there is much machine oil.

B Salty places such as the seaside.

M Where sulfide gas is generated such as a hot spring.
